LOCKERS 
 

Lockers, as provided by the school district, are purchased, furnished, and maintained by the school district and remain the 
property of the school district.  The school retains the authority to inspect lockers.  Routine locker clean-ups or inspections 
may be held periodically throughout the school year. 

Freshmen should use their locks from Middle School if the lock is keyed to our V70 series. If a lock is needed, it may be 
purchased in the high school office. All combinations must be turned in to the high school office the first week of school. 

STUDENT/PARENT HANDBOOKS 
 

The 2010-2011 edition of the Hortonville High School Student/Parent Handbook will be issued the first day of school.  
Please ask your student to share this handbook with you. Parents and students should read and become familiar with the 
school’s expectations, policies and procedures.

As in the past, the handbook will also serve as a passbook for students to leave a classroom during a class period.  The 
book needs to be taken to class and carried in the hall when a student is out of his/her classroom.  It is important that 
students put their names in the handbooks when they are received.  If lost or stolen, handbooks will be replaced at a cost 
of $5.00. 

 

 WORK PERMIT APPLICATIONS 
 

The following information must be presented for a work permit: 
 

1. Your Name, Address and telephone number 
2. Your Social Security Card (we must have the card NOT just the number) 
3. Birth or Baptismal Certificate OR Driver’s License OR State I.D. Card 
4. A letter from the employer with their address and telephone number and the duties you will be performing. 
5. A signed letter from your parent giving you permission to be employed. 
6. $10.00 (which will be reimbursed by your employer) 

Work permits may be obtained in the high school office between the hours of 6:30 am and 3:00 pm daily. 

Co-curricular Activities 

All students interested in participating in school sponsored co-curricular activities are expected to abide by the guidelines set 

forth in the Co-Curricular Code.  Forms are to be signed by the parent and student and returned to the Student Services office 

prior to participating in the activity.  Please note, it should be understood that the CODE starts on the first day of the 

student’s high school career.   Students will be held accountable if a code violation occurs prior to their first co-curricular 

activity (Ex.  A freshman boy is caught smoking on school grounds in September but does not play a fall sport.  That student 

will be given a code violation once he goes out for his first activity).

Student Dress Reminder 
  

Another issue that we will continue to monitor is appropriate student dress.  Students need to make the proper choices with 
their clothing before they leave the house.  Students dressed inappropriately will be asked to change clothes, may be sent 
home, and are subject to disciplinary actions.   We would like to thank all our students who make the right choice to dress 
appropriately.

In order to be acceptable for school, clothing may not: 

1. Disrupt the learning process. 

2. Expose the midriff, or have a neckline that exposes the bust inappropriately Expose undergarments. 

3. Expose undergarments (no part of a thong, panty, boxer, brief or bra strap should be seen). 

4. Have a hem (shorts, skorts or skirts) that is shorter than 6 inches above the knee cap. 

5. Be any type of hat, cap or headgear (bandana, headband, sunglasses, etc) worn after 8:00 a.m. or before 3:07 p.m. 

6. Expose the student to potentially dangerous or harmful situations. 

7. Have holes, tears, necklines, hems or waistlines that expose the student inappropriately. 

8. Have suggestive, obscene or innuendo laden pictures or messages. 

9. Refer to tobacco, alcoholic beverages, alcohol establishments, or controlled substances in the form of pictures and/or words. 

10. Be sexually suggestive or harassing in any manner. 

11. Be an coat, jacket or outdoor gear. 

12. Display the Confederate Flag on any school supplies or clothing (shoes, hats, or buckles). 

13. No sleepwear (pajama tops or bottoms) or bedroom slippers. 

14. Purses with straps, backpacks and book bags with straps are to be kept in lockers during school hours.  Strapless hand-

held clutch purses are allowed. 

 

Electronic Devices  
Cellphones, personal music devices (Ipods, MP3’s) may be used before and after school and between 

classes.  Use of these devices is prohibited during class time.  Devices must be turned off and be out of sight in 

the classroom.  Students leaving the classroom during class must leave the cell-phone with the teacher.  If 

the student is unwilling to leave the cell-phone with the teacher, he/she may not leave class.  Failure to abide 

by these guidelines may result in confiscation of the device.  Device will be returned through Student Services as 

outlined by Administration.

Youth Options Applications – Due October 1 

Each year Hortonville High School has had a number of students take advantage of a program called 

Youth Options.  The Youth Options Program allows high school juniors and seniors, who meet certain 

requirements, to take post-secondary courses at a UW College, Technical College or participating private, 

non-profit institution of higher education (must have a cumulative GPA of at least 2.0 for technical 

colleges and must be in upper 25% of your class for UW colleges).  Youth Options allow students the 

opportunity to take courses that are not available at the local high school and get a head start on their 

college education. Applications for the spring 2011 Youth Options Program must be turned in to the 

guidance office no later than Friday, October 1, 2010.  Applications forms are available in the High 

School Guidance Office.  NO LATE APPLICATIONS WILL BE CONSIDERED.   

****REMINDER – IF YOU ARE ALREADY IN YOUTH OPTIONS THIS FIRST SEMESTER AND WISH 

TO CONTINUE NEXT SEMESTER YOU MUST REAPPLY BY OCTOBER 1.  EACH APPLICATION ONLY 

APPLIES TO THE UPCOMING SEMESTER.

Early Graduation Applications – Due December 1 

Senior class members (class of 2011) who will meet all Hortonville High School graduation requirements 

by the end of semester one are eligible to apply for consideration of early graduation.  Application forms 

are available in the Guidance Office and must be completed and submitted to Guidance no later than 

Wednesday, December 1, 2010.  Students and parents who wish to discuss the viability of this option 

are strongly encouraged to meet with their counselor as soon as possible.  You can set up an appointment 

by calling 779-7934.  Juniors who will have met all graduation requirements by the end of their junior 

year may also apply to graduate early at the end of their junior year.

STUDENT RECORDS NOTICE 

 The Hortonville Area School District maintains student records for each student attending school in the District.  State and federal 

law require that the maintenance of such records assure confidentiality.  Accordingly, only those individuals or agencies specifically 

authorized by state and federal law are granted access to a student’s records.  The school routinely discloses names, addresses and 

telephone numbers to military recruiters upon request, subject to a parent’s request not to disclose such information without 

written consent.  Exceptions, will only be made when the student’s parents or guardian, or an adult student, grants permission. 

 An adult student, or the parent(s) of a minor student, may inspect, review and obtain copies of student records kept by the school 

in accordance with Board policy and established procedures and may challenge the content if he/she believes the records are 

inaccurate or misleading.  Copies of the Board’s student records policy and procedures are available upon request at the District 

Office, 246 N. Olk St. Hortonville, Wisconsin.  Regular office hours are 8:00 a.m. – 4:00 p.m. Monday through Friday.  Complaints 

regarding the content of student records may be made to the District Administrator in accordance with established procedures.  If the 

complainant is not satisfied with the District’s decision regarding the challenged records, he/she may file a complaint with the Family 

Policy and Regulations Office, U.S. Department of Education, Washington, D.C. 20202. 

 Further, the Board of Education has designated the following student record information as directory data: student’s name, 

address, telephone listing, date and place of birth, major field of study, participation in officially recognized activities and sports, 

weight and height of members of athletic teams, dates of attendance, photographs, degrees and awards received and name of school 

most recently previously attended by the student. 

 This information may be disclosed to any person UNLESS the parent, legal guardian or guardian ad litem informs the school 

that all or part of the directory data may not be released without the prior consent of the parent, legal guardian ad litem.  Refusal of 

such release must be made to the school no later than two weeks (14 days) after the opening of school or receipt of this notice.
