Hortonville High School Student/Parent Girls Softball Contract
The following constitutes the agreement between the student/athlete, their parents/guardians, and the Hortonville High School Athletic Department.  The covenants provided herein are in full effect until the conclusion of the current school year.
.

I. ATTENDANCE
1. It is understood that the athlete will attend every published practice unless she does not attend school.  If the practice is on a weekend / holiday, her coach needs to be notified at least 60 min. before the start of practice.
2. Individuals who miss a practice without the prior consent of the coach may be subject to forfeiture of participation in the next scheduled event.
3. Should an athlete have a family vacation / event, a job, or other unexcused absence and miss a posted practice or game – a 3 inning suspension will be levied per practice or game missed. All absences known in advance and legitimized by the coach will be handled on a case by case fashion.
4. Suspensions for code violations or grade related issues are immediate.  Suspensions for unexcused absences, poor effort/attitude, or breaking team rules will be served on a schedule at the coaches’ discretion.  In any case, all suspensions will be served.

5. If a student does not attend school, she may not attend or participate in an athletic contest.
6. In the event of prolonged illness or injury, the athlete must present a doctor’s written consent for her participation in an athletic activity.
7. Students who participate in another athletic competition outside of school will be required to give school-sanctioned competitions priority or face possible dismissal from the team.
8. Students may not play on any league, recreational, or intramural team of the same sport in which they are participating in.
9. It is understood that all students will be in class on time, every time and act appropriately.  NO TARDIES – NO DETENTIONS!!! Failure to do this may result in disciplinary action.

II. COMMUNICATION

1. The communication process for the Girls’ Softball Program will be as follows:

a. Conflicts should be resolved between the player and the coach first.

b. If a parent/coach meeting is necessary, it will be held in a professional setting no earlier than 24 hours after the game, phone calls should be made to (920) 740-7174 or (920) 213-1586 and calls will be answered in a timely fashion.

c. If after a good faith attempt to resolve a conflict with the coach has failed, the issue will be referred to the school administration

2. Disputes will not be settled over email or the phone.  They will be addressed in a face-to-face manner after a player/coach meeting.
3. Playing time, positions played, who starts, or other game strategy will never be discussed.
III. TRANSPORTATION/TRAVEL
1. School provided transportation will be available at all scheduled contests at the opposing school’s site.
2. Students are required to use school provided transportation at all times for contests at the opposing school's site unless with a minimum 24-hour prior written consent between coach, athletic director, and parent/guardian.
3. All cell phones will be turned off on all away games.  The coaching staff will tell the students when they are permitted to turn them on, in order to make calls to parents for rides.
IV. OTHER TEAM RULES
1. Any player that appears to be providing less than 100% effort in practice may be asked to leave the practice.  A one game suspension may be levied at the coach’s discretion.  Continual problems may result in additional suspensions or even removal from team. See Hortonville High School Co-Curricular Code of Conduct for Appeal and Due Process Procedures.
2. Each and every player on the team, regardless of their role, is expected to work toward common team goals.  You, as a player, will set team goals once the team is solidified.

3. Field manners will be emphasized with our program at all levels.  Constant whining, pouting, and disrespectful actions will not be tolerated and we will deal with each of these cases on an individual basis.  Not all cases will be handled the same.

4. Players are expected to participate in various youth softball program activities and will be notified of dates and times of the events.

5. Players will conduct themselves as responsible student-athletes on and off the field.  Any incidents that occur will be handled on a case by case fashion.
