How to Make Soap
Chemicals

14g NaOH

46 mL of Tap water

100g lard

Procedure:

	Person #1
	Person #2

	1. Retrieve 100g of lard
	1.  Weigh out 14g of NaOH

	2. Select ½ a Crayon
	2.  Measure out 46mL of water

	3. Remove wrapper from crayon. 
	3.  Mix and stir water and NaOH

	4. Break up crayon
	** Harsh chemical this will give off heat and will harmful to skin and other human tissues.**

	5. Add lard and crayon to a 400 mL beaker 
	4.  Let cool to around 55˚C

	6. Heat with Bunsen burner. 
	

	7. Melt lard and crayon.  
	

	Note:  Once all the fat is gone the temperature will skyrocket. You don’t want that. Turn off heat as final melting occurs. 
	

	8. Cool until around 55˚C

You may need to make a water bath to cool.

Plug sink with paper towel and fill with a few inches of water.  Place beaker in water. 

	

	9. Add NaOH solution to lard and stir until the solution forms a honey like consistency.  

**Mix two layers together.**

	10. Add any scent to the soap and mix

	11. Pour soap into mold.  Label and put against the back wall. 



Day 2

	**If the two layers were not properly mixed or if they separated.  Concentrated NaOH may pool at the bottom of the mold.   This is VERY Caustic material and can burn skin.  

	

	Carefully remove from mold, watching for any liquid.  

	

	Bring home, let stand for an additional couple of weeks for best results.
