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Mandatos afirmativos (tu)

Ta commands are used to tell friends, family members, or peers to do something.

Tt command forms are the same as the regular present tense forms for EL/ELLA/UD.

INFINITIVE EL/ELLA/UD. form AFFIRMATIVE TU COMMAND
-ar verb: hablar habla iHabla!

-er verb: leer lee iLee!

-ir verb: escribir escribe iEscribe!

Several verbs you have learned already have irregular affirmative ti command forms:

hacer = haz iHaz la cama! poner = pon iPon la mesa!
tener = ten iTen cuidado! venir = ven iVen a mi fiesta!
ir > ve iVe de compras! ser = sé iSé bueno!

A comma after a person’s name indicates that they are being talked to directly,
therefore the verb is a command.

Marcos, lee tu libro.

If there is no comma, the verb is conjugated in the third person.
This is a statement rather than with a command.

Marcos lee su libro.
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
