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In Spanish speaking countries elders and people who are not known well are
ALWAYS addressed with respect.

As you can see, there are 2 singular forms of “you”.

informal/familiar formal
tu Usted (U4d.)
e People you KNOW well e People you DON'T KNOW well
* friends/peers « teachers/adults
* family members « community members
* first name basis e title (Mr./Mrs./Dr.)
