Your task for this week is what I want you to respond to. Here are your instructions:

1. Gather the people at your house. This part will only take about 5 minutes. You are to tell everyone that they will all be riding on an imaginary elevator. Everyone will get on separately, on a different pretend floor. You will then all ride the elevator to the top of the building, and get off of the imaginary elevator together. As you begin, think about how you would ride a real elevator, and do it that way. When you are done, talk with everyone there about what the rules are for riding the elevator. What all of you come up with will be important for the questions below. After all of you ride the elevator together, your submission to me this week is to respond to the questions directly below.

1. List as many rules for riding the elevator as you can. Be specific about things like where people stand, what do they look at, which direction do you face, and anything else that you notice as all of you ride the elevator. 

2. Are there rules for how you get on and off the elevator?

3. Write an experiment about how you would try to test a part of riding the elevator. Usually it involves breaking one of the rules of the elevator. Give a procedure for how you would conduct the experiment, and what behavior you would be testing. Submit these 3 answers to me for this week.
