Parents may register at either location regardless of which site
your child will be attending.

PLEASE BRING THE FOLLOWING TO REGISTRATION:

1. Proof of residence; current gas, electric, cable or telephone bill (not a cell phone bill).
2. Birth Certificate, Baptismal Certificate, or Passport (must be an original, not photo copy)
3. Current immunization records

4K Information

4K students must be 4 years old before September 1, 2012 to en-
roll. Out of district students will only be considered for enroll-
ment if the resident district has an existing 4K program.

Wrap around care contracted with PI
or the YMCA by March 1 will be given priority placement. Con-
firmation from the site must accompany 4K registration

5K Information

5K students must be 5 years old before September 1, 2012 to en-

roll. If your eligible child does not attend a 4K program or at-

tends at a 4K site not affiliated with the Hortonville Area School

District, his/her 5K registration will be March 7th or March 8 th|f
you have a 4K student attending HASD 2011 -2012, there is no

need to register for 5 year old kindergarten.
