Subject: GMS FOOTBALL POLICIES AND PRACTICES 

 

 

Every fall begins another exciting year for middle school football.  This letter is to inform you of our policies, practice rules, and expec-
tations of our 7th and 8th grade sons/daughters that plan on playing football in fall of 2011.  All of our coaches are dedicated to the 
safety and hard work that goes into developing a football player.  We will decide playersô positions and playing time in games based 
on practice time, ability, dedication, size, attitude, and willingness to learn.  All of these factors are critical to the development of a 

football player! 

 

Your child must have either a green physical card signed by your doctor (for students who did not participate in a sport last 
year) or a tan alternate year card filled out by you (for students who participated in athletics last year) and turned into the 

office before participation in any practice. 

 

Per WIAA regulations, a player needs eight practices before the first game. 

 

You are to purchase your own cleats.  Baseball cleats with metal spikes are not allowed.  It is good to shop at any sporting 

goods store or secondhand store before supplies become limited. 

 

We realize that over the course of the season circumstances do arise that interfere with the practice schedule.  We require that 
each player notify us in writing when a particular practice will be missed.  This missed practice has an impact on skill and 
play development and may have an impact on playing time in games.  In the past, hunterôs  safety has become a priority for 
some players during the course of the season.  That is a choice and, like all choices, the consequence for this one is missing 
football.  To fully support your adolescentôs football skills development and commitment, please check into alternative times 

for classes and appointments before the season starts.   

 

Practice will start on Thursday September  1st which is the first day of school.  The first day of practice will be in the gymna-
sium to go through rules and hand out equipment and then the next two days will be in shorts and t-shirts so that we can 
work on conditioning and various football related techniques.  Practice times will be from after school until 5:00 PM which 
allows students the opportunity to ride the activity bus home.  The activity bus departs at 5:15 pm and takes students to 
specified drop off points.  Practices are Monday through Friday, and once our season begins games will be on Tuesday 

nights. 

 

The season schedule is not completed at this time and will be made available to the players on the first night of practice or you 

can check online at High School Sports.net in the fall.

The new school year is just around the corner, and so is the upcoming volleyball season.  If you are not sure of your childôs status as 
to co-curricular participation, check with the office.  It is important that all physical cards and co-curricular forms are signed and turned 
in.  The schedule is completed for the upcoming season and A/B team tryouts will begin Monday and Tuesday August 29th and 30th at 
3:15 in the GMS gym.

WHO:  Cross-country is a joint program, combining Greenville Middle Schoolôs and Hortonville Middle Schoolôs 7th and 8th graders.   

WHAT:  Cross-country is a running program with meets held on the soft terrain of area parks and school grounds.  Race distances 

range from 1.75 to 2 miles.   

WHERE:  Cross-country practices are held on the Greenville Middle School campus, with easy access to parks and the trail system.  
Hortonville Middle School students are bussed to Greenville Middle School on a daily basis, with an activity bus available for after-

practice transportation.   

WHEN:  Practices are held daily, Monday-Friday during the 6-week season from 3:20-5:00 p.m. unless there is a meet scheduled.  
The first day of practice will be Thursday, September 1st.  This will be a parent-athlete meeting held in the Media Pit at Greenville Mid-

dle School, beginning promptly at 3:30 p.m.   

HOW:  Running you do this summer will reap GREAT rewards!  Running 3-4 days a week and slowly building a base will allow you to 
come into the season in shape and help alleviate injuries.  Working up to a 30-minute run should be a goal to keep in mind.  A quality 

pair of running shoes, light-weight clothing and a water bottle are all you need!
