May 13, 2011ðBy this day, school 
districts must notify parents of accepted 

applicants of the school or program to  

which the student is assigned. 

June 10, 2011ðParents of accepted 
applicants must notify nonresident 
school district whether the student will 
attend the nonresident school district in 
the 2011-2012 school year.  If this noti-
fication is not made, the student may 

not participate in Open Enrollment.
