· Thinking Beyond the Text:  What is the story really about (them)?  Encourage students to make connections and predict by engaging them in discussion.
· Thinking Within the Text:  What is the story about? Discuss characters, problem, solution, illustrations

· Thinking About the Text: What are the important text characteristics of the text?

Structure:  Practice saying language patterns, character names & unfamiliar book language with students.
Visual: Find and analyze unusual aspect of text layout, unfamiliar punctuation marks, and/or new words in the text that may not be supported by illustrations.
